EU Delegation launches contest „People for People!“ 

The Delegation of the European Union to the Republic of Croatia launched on 18 October a contest open to Croatian high-school students titled “People for people“. The contest is carried out within the framework of the European Year for Combating Poverty and Social Exclusion, and is launched on the occasion of the International Day for Eradication of Poverty (17 October). 
The contest is open from 18 October to 1 December 2010.

To participate in the contest students should demonstrate that they provided assistance to somebody, or have engaged in concrete and innovative activities in combating poverty and social exclusion in their living environment, and document them providing audio-visual reference such as photographs, presentations or short films. Students may apply for the contest individually or in a group of up to three.

In the assessment of works, focus will be placed upon the impact, innovation and creativity of the activity itself, which students performed in combating poverty and social exclusion, as well as its sustainability. Additionally, the way and the quality of the interpretation of the completed work will be evaluated. 

Applications for the contest should be delivered exclusively by regular mail to the address: EU Information Centre, Trg žrtava fašizma 6, 10 000 Zagreb, with remark: For the contest.

Winner/s of the contest will be awarded a trip to Brussels, while winner/s of the second prize will receive a one semester foreign language course of their choice. The winner/s of the third prize will receive a set of valuable books.
